1.2. ARTICLE FOR ANNOTATING

Australia is a constitutional monarchy with a federal division of powers. It uses a
parliamentary system of government with Queen Elizabeth 11 at its apex as the Queen of
Australia, a role that is distinct from her position as monarch of the other Commonwealth realms.
The Queen resides in the United Kingdom, and she is represented by her viceroys in Australia
(the Governor-General at the federal level and by the Governors at the state level), who by
convention act on the advice of her ministers.

The federal government is separated into three branches:

The legislature: the bicameral Parliament, comprising the Queen (represented by the Governor-
General), the Senate, and the House of Representatives;

The executive: the Federal Executive Council, in practice the Governor-General as advised by
the Prime Minister and Ministers of State;

The judiciary: the High Court of Australia and other federal courts, whose judges are appointed
by the Governor-General on advice of the Council.

In the Senate (the upper house), there are 76 senators: twelve each from the states and two each
from the mainland territories. The House of Representatives (the lower house) has 150 members
elected from single-member electoral divisions, commonly known as "electorates™ or "seats".
Elections for both chambers are normally held every three years, simultaneously.

The party with majority support in the House of Representatives forms the government and its
leader becomes Prime Minister. In cases where no party has majority support, the Governor-
General has the power to appoint the Prime Minister and, if necessary, dismiss one that has lost
the confidence of Parliament.

There are two major political groups that usually form government, federally and in the states:
the Australian Labor Party and the Coalition which is a formal grouping of the Liberal Party and
its minor partner, the National Party. Independent members and several minor parties have
achieved representation in Australian parliaments, mostly in upper houses.

Administration. State and Municipal Governments

The governments of the 50 states have structures closely paralleling those of the federal
government. Each state has a governor, a legislature and a judiciary. Each state has its own
constitution.

All state legislatures but one have two houses, Nebraska's being unicameral. Traditionally,
state legislatures have been dominated by rural representatives who may not always be
sympathetic to the needs of growing urban areas. Most state judges are elected.

State governments have functions, encompassing agriculture and conservation, highway and
motor vehicle supervision, public safety and corrections, licensing, business and industry, and
certain aspects of education, public health and welfare. These activities require a large
administrative organisation, headed by the governor.

In most states there is also a lieutenant governor, not always of the same party as the governor,
who serves as the presiding officer of the Senate. Other elected officials commonly include a
secretary  of  state, state treasurer, state auditor and attorney  general.

Municipal governments are more diverse in structure than state governments. There are three
basic types: mayor-council governments, commission governments and council-manager
governments.

In the first type, the mayor and the council are elected; although the council is nominally
responsible for formulating city ordinances, which the mayor enforces, the mayor often controls
the actions of the council.

+ full name or begin with b) Dear Mr/Mrs/Ms + surname and end with Yours sincerely + full
name.

Think first of the
reader and address yourself to his interests. Tell him all he wants to know and don’t leave him to
guess between the lines.

Defining Public—Private Partnerships

The term “public—private partnership” describes a range of possible relationships among
public and private entities in the context of infrastructure and other services. Other terms used
for this type of activity include private sector participation (PSP) and privatization. While the
three terms have often been used interchangeably, there are differences:

e PPPs present a framework that—while engaging the private sector—acknowledge and
structure the role for government in ensuring that social obligations are met and successful sector
reforms and public investments achieved.

A strong PPP allocates the tasks, obligations, and risks among the public and private
partners in an optimal way. The public partners in a PPP are government entities, including
ministries, departments, municipalities, or state-owned enterprises. The private partners can be
local or international and may include businesses or investors with technical or financial
expertise relevant to the project. Increasingly, PPPs may also include nongovernment
organizations (NGOs) and/or community-based organizations (CBOs) who represent
stakeholders directly affected by the project.

Effective PPPs recognize that the public and the private sectors each have certain
advantages, relative to the other, in performing specific tasks. The government’s contribution to
a PPP may take the form of capital for investment (available through tax revenue), a transfer of
assets, or other commitments or in-kind contributions that support the partnership. The
government also provides social responsibility, environmental awareness, local knowledge, and
an ability to mobilize political support. The private sector’s role in the partnership is to make use
of its expertise in commerce, management, operations, and innovation to run the business
efficiently. The private partner may also contribute investment capital depending on the form of
contract.

The structure of the partnership should be designed to allocate risks to the partners who are
best able to manage those risks and thus minimize costs while improving performance.

e PSP is a term often used interchangeably with PPPs. However, PSP contracts transfer
obligations to the private sector rather than emphasizing the opportunity for partnership. In the
mid to the late 1990s, there was a slowdown in public—private contracting in infrastructure
sectors, which was largely precipitated by a social backlash against the perceived preference for
the private sector over the public sector in delivering infrastructure services in developing
countries. To some degree, the social backlash was rooted in confusion between PSP and
privatization. Some PSP schemes were overly ambitious and the social agenda was overlooked,
leading to legitimate public concerns. The critical analysis of PSP experience has led to the
design of a new generation of transactions, which are now more commonly known as PPPs.

e Privatization involves the sale of shares or ownership in a company or the sale of
operating assets or services owned by the public sector. Privatization is most common and more
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widely accepted in sectors that are not traditionally considered public services, such as
manufacturing, construction, etc. When privatization occurs in the infrastructure or utilities
sectors, it is usually accompanied by sector-specific regulatory arrangements to take account of
social and policy concerns related to the sale, and continuing operation of assets used for public
services.

Entrepreneurship
Entrepreneurship is the state of being an entrepreneur, or a person who
organizes, manages, and assumes the risk of a business with the goal of generating
economic value. The term is derived from the Old French verb entreprendre, “to
undertake”. Entrepreneurship is one of the four factors of production (the economic
resources, both human and other, that are used to bring about a flow or output of
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goods and services), the other three being land, capital, and labour. It nowadays plays
a significant role in capitalist economies, often involving high-risk ventures that forge
innovative commercial strategies to sell existing products and services or that
introduce new products and services altogether.

The roots of the concept of entrepreneurship appear in a seminal work by the
Irish economist Richard Cantillon, Essay on the Nature of Trade in General (originally in
French, 1755), in which he distinguishes between wage earners with fixed incomes
and wage earners without fixed incomes. He places entrepreneurs in the latter
category, thereby conveying the adventurous volatile nature inherent in their activities.
In The Wealth of Nations (1776) the Scottish economist Adam Smith asserts that the
role of entrepreneurs is to serve as intermediaries between other factors of production;
entrepreneurs are thus proprietary capitalists whose activities can fuel the division of
labour. The French economist Jean-Baptiste Say later underlined entrepreneurs’
innovative nature by contending that they are uniquely capable of coordinating
economic resources to meet market demands.

The American economist Joseph Schumpeter’s 20th-century contributions shed
light on the distinction between an entrepreneur and a capitalist. He introduced the
term Unternehmergeist, or “entrepreneur-spirit,” to designate a driving force
of innovation, one that revolutionizes economic structures and thereby fosters
constant economic change. In his view, a healthy economy depends on the dynamic
disequilibrium initiated by entrepreneurs.

Bankruptcy

Bankruptcy is the status of a debtor who has been declared by judicial process to be unable
to pay his debts. Although sometimes used indiscriminately to mean insolvency, the terms have
distinct legal significance. Insolvency, as used in most legal systems, indicates the inability to
meet debts. Bankruptcy, on the other hand, results from a legal adjudication that the debtor has
filed a petition or that creditors have filed a petition against him.

Bankruptcy laws were enacted to provide and govern an orderly and
equitable liquidation of the estates of insolvent debtors. This purpose has remained an important
aim of bankruptcy legislation since the Middle Ages. Because in the past bankruptcy was
coupled with the loss of civil rights and imposition of penalties upon fraudulent debtors, the
designation bankrupt came to be associated with dishonesty, casting a stigma on persons who
were declared bankrupts. Eventually, however, bankruptcy legislation was extended to
provide procedures for the adjustment of debts so as to avoid liquidation and for the
rehabilitation of insolvent debtors. Modern bankruptcy laws, therefore, include detailed
provisions for preventive compositions, arrangements, or corporate reorganizations of various
types. In fact, the salvage of an enterprise in financial difficulties has become the principal focus
of bankruptcy legislation with particular concern for the maintenance of employment
opportunities and the protection of members of the labour force.

In addition, the bankruptcy laws of England, the United States, and the British
Commonwealth nations traditionally came to include provisions for the unpaid portions of debts
incurred prior to bankruptcy in order to give honest but unfortunate debtors a new start in life.
The bankruptcy laws of the European and Latin American countries, by contrast, did not have
such provisions. In the late 20th century, however, legislation in some of these countries (e.g.,
Argentina and France) provided for the discharge of the unpaid portion of pre-bankruptcy
creditors under certain conditions.

Since bankruptcy laws aim at the liquidation or rehabilitation of insolvent estates,
bankruptcy proceedings involve all nonexempt assets of the debtor, and all creditors entitled to
share in the proceeds of the liquidation or in the adjustment of their claims are called to
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participate. Accordingly, bankruptcy proceedings are viewed as general or universal collection
procedures as distinguished from individual collection remedies available to particular creditors
for the enforcement of their claims.
