The location can be expressed in many differ-
ent ways, such as latitude and longitude, address, or ZIP code.

Many different types of information can be compared and contrasted using GIS. The system can
include data about people, such as population, income, or education level. It can include infor-
mation about the landscape, such as the location of streams, different kinds of vegetation, and dif-
ferent kinds of soil. It can include information about the sites of factories, farms, and schools; or
storm drains, roads, and electric power lines.

With GIS technology, people can compare the locations of different things in order to discover
how they relate to each other.

The power of the GIS is in allowing the attribute and the geographic or map information to be
linked together in a useful way.

Another thing to think about when talking on the telephone is formality. It is important to use the right level
of formality. On the one hand, if you are too formal, people might find it difficult to feel comfortable when
they talk to you. On the other hand, if you are too informal, people might think you are rude. Generally
speaking, if you are talking to someone in a business context, you should use could, can, may or would
when you make a request: "Could I speak to John Smith, please?", "Can | take a message?", or "Would
next Tuesday be okay?" You should also use please and thank you or thank very much whenever you ask
for, or receive any information or help. It is important to show politeness by using words like would, could,

SOURCES OF INFORMATION ON GIS

Historically, GIS has been a somewhat disjoint field from a reader's standpoint, and most of the major
books, journals, and online resources date from only the last few years. This is far less an issue today, how-
ever, and there are now some excellent sources of GIS information. These fall into groups and are covered
here under journals and magazines, books, professional societies, the Internet and the World Wide Web,
GIS conferences, and educational organizations and universities.

The amount of information available about GIS is somewhat overwhelming. An excellent place to begin
one's search is at a library, or perhaps by connecting to the Internet and using one of the World Wide Web
search tools. This is possible even at one's home computer, but slow enough that a visit to the library may
be more productive. Some libraries have facilities to connect to network search systems and even special-
ized staff with training in geographic information.

As in our definition of geographic information science, the information sources on GIS fall into the broad
categories of research with GIS and research on GIS. As a beginner, try restricting your search to basic ma-
terial rather than going straight to the research frontier. This can come later. A good way to research a topic
is to find publications that came out at about the time a new idea was being introduced. In the older papers,
articles, or book chapters, the authors had to write for an audience that would be unfamiliar with the lan-
guage and concepts under discussion. This is the case in several classic papers in the GIS arena. The writ-
ing remains today as a good first step toward understanding and an excellent place to get started with GIS.

The rules of good business letter-writing may be summarized as follows. Think first of the reader and ad-
dress yourself to his interests. Tell him all he wants to know and don't leave him to guess between the
lines. Adopt a tone suited to the occasion and the purpose of the letter. Write naturally, as you would talk,
using plain and familiar words. Write clearly and to the point. The dominant need in all business writing is
exactness expressed in language that is absolutely clear. Write courteously and make your letter sound
friendly and sincere. Avoid wordiness, but at the same time remember that it is more important to be clear
and courteous even if it means using more words. Avoid commercial jargon with its roundabout and mean-
ingless forms of expression.
