The letter or
document can be stored on a diskette for future use.

Examples of other occupations
are accountants, financial advisors, stock brokers, tax consultants, lawyers, architects, engineers,
educators and all levels of managers. Applications programs that are popular with persons in these
occupations include accounting, income tax preparation, statistical analysis, graphics, stock market
forecasting and computer modeling.
