- and let's observe them!" He paused for a minute, thinking. Then he began, "Rule
number one: No one can run with the ball! You have to throw it or bounce it to
someone else on your side."

They all agreed that it was a good rule.

"Rule number two: If a man pushes another player to get the ball, the game will
stop. The man pushed will have a free throw at the basket. Nobody must try to
catch the ball on its way to the basket. "

That rule, too, was good. Quickly, other rules were made. When the game started
again, there was less pushing, fewer men falling, and better passing of the ball
from one man to another. A second basket was nailed to the wall at the other end
of the gym.

The man, who nailed the fruit basket to the wall, was a young Canadian. His name
was James Naismith, and he was a college teacher.
